| was a bit upset at first about missing the 4™ of July, but Alexis and | had a blast driving
around and seeing numerous firework shows (since there is no law against fireworks in
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The MHBHA Queen should represent our association not only at the local level, but should prepare
herself to meet the demands of competing in the Miss Buckskin World contest. In addition to the
IBHA Queen Contest Rules, MHBHA's guidelines are as follows:

1. Candidate must be an IBHA and MHBHA member in good standing.

2. Candidate must be 17 to 24 years old by January of the year she will be representing MHBHA
during the World Show Queen Contest that she will compete in.

3. She must be able to actively participate in MHBHA shows with her horse.

4. She must be available to assist with various club duties whenever deemed necessary by the
Queen’s Committee both related to the club and in the community. (Examples include assisting at
shows, representing MHBHA at Stock Show, etc.)

5. She must be able to attend the IBHA World Show, and be able to carry out Queen duties at a
national level as requested by IBHA.

6. She must be able to execute a horsemanship pattern to be performed at the last MHBHA show
of the season to qualify for the next year’s Queen. Queen'’s ride dress requirements will be blue
jeans and white shirt with Western appointments.

7. Judging will be based on 50% Queen’s Ride Horsemanship (Judged by show judges at end of season MHBHA
Show); 50% personality, appearance, congeniality and interview by the Queen’s

Committee.

8. The Queen should present a positive and friendly attitude whenever representing MHBHA.

9. When the Queen is acting in an official capacity as a representative of MHBHA, approval must
be given in advance by the Queen Contest Coordinator before including an escort or friend.

10. MHBHA will provide the Queen with a club sash and a traveling tiara. The traveling tiara will be
passed on to each new MHBHA Queen at the annual Awards Banquet.

11. MHBHA will provide some expense money for the Queen at the IBHA World Show, amount
subject to MHBHA's financial status.

12. If MHBHA Queen is unable to attend the IBHA Queen contest, a letter of cause must be sent

to the MHBHA board by the MHBHA Queen at least 30 days prior to the national contest, along with a request to
have the First Runner Up, if there is one, compete.
